THE SCHOOL SYLLABUS
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THIS ancient Grammar School was founded in 1549 by Humphry Walrond and others.
Among those educated here in the 19th century were: Henry Alford, Dean of
Canterbury ; Edward Thring, Headmaster of Uppingham ; William George Tozer, Bishop
of Zanzibar; Charles Oliver Mules, Bishop of Nelson, New Zealand ; Charles Moore, the
Geologist, founder of the Museum at Bath.

Ilminster is a healthy and picturesque country-town, situated in a beautiful part of
Somerset, twelve miles from Taunton. It lies on the Chard branch-line of the G.W.R.,
which conneets the L. & S.W.R. and G.W.R. systems.

The School is well endowed, and is intended to provide a sound, general education at
the minimum cost, preparing hoys for the Universities, Civil Service, Army, Navy and
Air Force, and various professional examinations, and the Common Entrance Examinations
for Public Schools.
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The course of study includes Religious Knowledge, English, Latin, French, History,
Geography, Mathematics, Science, Art, Vocal Music, Woodwork and Gymnastics.

Limit of Age.
Boys are admitted between the ages of 9 and 18; and by requirement of the Board
of Education at about the age of 11, on winning a Scholarship from the Elementary Schools.

Exhibitions and Scholarships.

Boys from the School are eligible to compete for the Hanning Exhibition, Foundation
Scholarships, Somerset County Scholarships, and entrance by examination to Christ’s
Hospital ; particulars as to these can be obtained on application.

School Premises.

These include Big School, Classrooms and Laboratory ; an open-air Swimming Bath ;
well-equipped Gymnasium ; Workshop ; Playing Fields of nine acres.

The School buildings and gymnasium are centrally heated, and the drainage system
and water supply are thoroughly modern and subject to frequent inspection.

Games.
Physical Training, under a qualified instructor, is given during school hours. Apart
from this, organised games are held from 3.30—5.0 p.m. every afternoon. Masters, well
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a week, unless excused on the advice of a doctor.

The School games during the winter terms are Association Football and Cross-country
running, during the summer term Cricket, Swimming and Tennis.

Cadet Corps.
There is a voluntary Cadet Corps, attached to the 5th Bn. Somerset Light Infantry.

Health,

The School doctor visits the School to examine the boys at regular periods. Kach boy
is required to bring with him, at the commencement of each term, a statement, signed by the

parent or guardian, that he has not been in contact with any infectious disease during the
preceding month.

School Magazine.
The School Magazine, the Ilminsterian, is published armually.

Notice of Removal.

A half term’s notice in writing is required before the removal of a boy from the School.
It is most desirable that boys remain at the School until they have passed the School
Certificate Examination.
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The following should not be hought until the boy has entered the School and been
assigned to one of the houses.

The blue blazer, worn with grey trousers or shorts, either of flannel or tweed, is the
School uniform after May 1st, 1939, and must be worn regularly in term-time. Flannel
shirts and collars, grey or white, are better for School wear than striped or patterned
cotton shirts and go better with the School uniform.

Boarders.

Boarders are accommodated in the Headmaster’s house. The Dormitories are spacious
and well-ventilated ; electric light is installed throughout ; every care is taken to insure the
health of the boys, who are under the personal care of the Headmaster’s wife and the School
Matron.

The full charge for a boy, non-resident in the Countyf including all extras, such as
laundry, is sixty guineas per annum.
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These are provided for day boys at the Headmaster’s house at a charge of £2 16s. od

per term. Tt is strongly recommended that boys who come from a distance should take the
School dinners.

There are no extra charges other than those mentioned.

All fees are payable in advance
at the beginning of each term.

School Hours. 9 a.m.—12.45 p.m. (break at 11.15 a.m.)
2 p-m.—3.30 p.m.
3.30 p.m.—5.0 p.m. : organised School Games.
6.0 p.m.—7.80 p.m. : Preparation.

Boys living within a reasonable distance of the School do their preparation at the

School. There is no School on Saturdays, but preparation is set to be done on Saturday
morning.

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The above fees include Stationery, Swimming, Games and Library and Cadet Corps
subscriptions, and entrance fee for the School Certificate Examination. Text-hooks are
obtained from the School Stationers, and are charged to the parent or guardian. The
charge for books never exceeds 80/— a year and the usual bill for the year does not reach £1.

If a boy is absent for more than half a term, the tuition fee is £8 per term. If absent
for a whole term, £2. 'The fee for a third pupil from the same family is £8 6s. 8d. per term.
